I. The designated representatives shall meet as needed, at a mutually agreeable time
and location, to discuss various collaborations and other topics of interest to either
Institution. A Party may change its representative by giving notice to the other party.

J. Either institution may at any time recommend changes to this Agreement. Both
Institutions reserve the right to modify the programs as deemed necessary and
agree to inform the appropriate representatives of the other Institution of
recommended changes. This Agreement may be modified only by a writing signed by
both parties.

K. All notices under this Agreement must be in writing; delivered in person, by U.S. mail
or by email.

L. Nothing in this Agreement is intended to form a joint venture between the Parties.
Nothing in this MOU is intended to create rights or benefits for any person or entity
other than the Parties.

M. This Agreement integrates the entire agreement of the Parties and supersedes any
and all prior and/or contemporaneous agreements between the Parties, written or
oral, with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement.
