NOTES:  Minimum of 120 credits, including 30 with UMGC of which at least 15 must be upper-level (courses numbered 300-499), are required for the bachelor's degree with a 
UMGC grade point average (GPA) of 2.0 (C) or higher  /  At least one-half of the credits within the major and minor must be comprised of:  a. traditional college courses earning 
a grade (except for the CJLE major);  b. UMGC resident coursework (except for the APTC, CJLE, and GECU majors, which require only the major capstone as UMGC resident
