Student Sexual Violence Climate Survey Results

students 

participated in the online survey

85.3%
of respondents 

believe MC would take a reported  
incident of sexual misconduct seriously

82%
of respondents 

strongly agree or agree  
with this statement

“I feel safe on campus.”

Sexual Harassment was reported as the most experienced form of Sexual Misconduct (56.7%),  
followed by Stalking, Non-Consensual Sexual Contact, Sexual Exploitation, Domestic Violence,  

Non-Consensual Sexual Intercourse, Dating Violence, and Sexual Intimidation.

88.8%
